What is NZ doing to get it?

LOCAL ACCESS NETWORKS (home to exchange)

$1.8bn of public investment.

$3.0bn + of private investment.

First ever non-state national network infra. rollout.First ever non-state national network infra. rollout.

What are taxpayers (*) kicking in?

$1.5bn: Ultra-Fast Broadband
— Fibre to 75% of pop’n

— Local or national networks

$0.3bn: Rural Broadband

— Fibre to schools

— Slower speeds to the rest



What is NZ doing to get it?
